Property Managers Report: 

   - Adams reconfirmed the report that the under-

ground electric replacement to the crane, slips and 

Kirkôs Beach is complete. The completion ampli-

fied the necessity for an addition to the bag wall 

along with dirt work and landscaping all along the 

bag wall. The 4 inch water line broke on ñBò 

Dock of old age and has been repaired. Local Boy 

Scoutôs enjoyed the use of the Afterdeck on the 

week end of 11/21 through 11/23 for a week end 

camp out. The scouts appreciated the use of the 

club facility and left it in good accord. 

Administrative Secretary Report: 

   - Johnson said monthly billing will take place 

the week of 12/8. 

Commodore Report: 

   - Graves presented an overview of Board of 

Governors responsibilities. With one of our pri-

mary tasks being the financial management of the 

Club. He also stressed the importance of Board 

members to conduct themselves as Ambassadors 

of the Club and community, along with being 

advocates of good and safe sailing. Graves also 

presented a brief overview of our Work Credit 

System highlighting its importance and the need 

to select chairpersons early in the season to insure 

members are placed on their desired assignment if 

possible.

He acknowledged the 

efforts of the volunteers who assisted 

in the trenching and installation of the 

underground electric conduit. He also 

reported that the weather station was 

operating successfully after great effort 

of several members in installing the 

unit, the lightening suppressors and wi-

fi system that make all work.
