No such temporary 

sublease, shall permanently affect lessee's rent. 

Sublessee shall pay rent to the Association and the 

Association shall refund excess to the lessee. Re-

funds are calculated per Rule 10C (no refund 

after date stated in Rule 10C.) The purpose of this 

provision is to permit NSA to sublet and assign slips 

to those members who have applied for slips in the 

order in which applications have been received.

Please check your yard space.  
 Even though the formal yard space mowing 

inspection season is over we need to keep in 

mind the potential fire hazard as winter ap-

proaches. If the long grass catches fire, your 

boat may end up as a smoldering heap of syn-

thetic toxic waste and probably those boats next 

to you. This reminder is to encourage you to 

make sure that your space is mowed down prop-

erly and free of junk. Thank you to all who have 

taken care of this already, but we still have a 

few who will need to do this. The easiest time to 

check this is when you put your boat away for 

the season. We will make every effort to contact 

those who fail to do so prior to mowing for you 

and billing.  

 During the off season please remember you 

are still  required to check your boat at least 

every two weeks, make sure the tires have air 

and your equipment can be moved in the event 

of an emergency. Boats need to be secured to 

the trailer and securely tied down to the pro-

vided concrete anchors. The doggy style anchors will not hold in the storms we get here, and will kill our 

mowers. Please check your lines, halyards and covers, the wind can quickly destroy your equipment, or 

you can damage someone else's. When you leave make sure all gates, buildings, and doors are closed and 

locked. Please take any used batteries, oil, tires or junk with you. If you have any questions or concerns,

 NSA Member Passes  -  a member since 1983  

 Lynn Raymond Fox, Ray passed away peacefully at home on Saturday, September 26th, 2010 after a 

short illness. Ray was born October 30, 1939, in Santa Monica, California, to the late Bernell R. Fox and 

Marjorie Brown Fox. He had one brother, Bernell. Ray earned both a B.A. (1963) and Ph.D. (1967) in 

Biological Sciences from UC Santa Barbara. His first teaching position was at Florida State University 

(1969-1979). He moved to Wichita in 1979 after accepting an appointment as Chairman of the Depart-

ment of Biological Sciences (1979-1987) and retired from WSU in 2004. Hallmarks of Ray's career at 

WSU were his commitment to academic excellence and his dedication to teaching. He received multiple 

teaching awards (1984, 1985, 1996) and it is estimated he touched the lives of more than 10,000 students 

at WSU. On the personal side, Ray was passionate about life on the water. After moving to Wichita in 

1979, he sought out ways to enjoy water sports in his newly adopted (albeit land locked) home. First came 

wind surfing, then a move to mono-hull sailing (humorously named Tack) and finally, to Hobie catamaran 

sailing on the lake with his wife Sheila and assorted other Pirate friends known to camp out on the shores 

of Lake Cheney. For Ray a moonlit sail was his most spiritual experience. Service in friendship to others 

was another priority for Ray. For many years he served as Treasurer for St. Albans Episcopal Church. He 

also spent a number of years as a volunteer with Harry Hynes Memorial Hospice. Ray counted his happi-

ness in family life as his greatest blessing. Ray and Sheila Whiston-Fox were married in December, 1981. 

In 28 years together they created a beautiful life together filled with laughter, adventure (Caribbean travel 

was a shared passion) and a great raucous circle of friends. Ray is survived by his wife, Sheila Whiston-

Fox, his children Kimberly Fox (Robert Fink) of Los Angeles, CA, Douglas Fox of Berkeley, CA, Nicole
