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Bottom Paint and Zebra Mussels

Spring is coming and many of you are in the market for bottom paint. So, does bottom paint make a
di fference in repelling zebra mussels? From the
no.

We all know that Cheney Lake is now becoming infested with zebra mussels. The question is: what
can we do to protect our sailboats from these malicious creatures that have a tendency to attach to our
hulls, slow us down, and prevent our moving underwater parts from working freely. With that, | offer the
information below, provided by your fellow NSA sailors.

Many boat owners reported using Interlux M, while others used Interlux Bottomkote, and others
used Petit Hydrocoat. All three seemed to do a fair job of repelling zebra mussels on painted surfaces as
long as they were painted this year. Any surface without fresh bottom paint will be affected by mussels to
varying degrees. As expected, new bottom paint resists the mussels from attaching to the painted surface
The boats that reported the least zebra mussels are sailed frequently and periodically scrubbed, either in
the water or after being raised by the crane.

Zebra mussels were found on more places than just the hull or keel. Those places include dock lines,
knot meter impellers, engine intake openings, prop shafts, and areas under keels that were not painted.

So | guess the bottom line is this:

1. Ensure the bottom paint is properly applied, especially in-teapaint areas like the tops of rud-

ders, thruhull openings, and the bottom of keels (just remember, exposed metal underwater parts
must not be coated with copper paints... the unlike metals cause corrosion and damages your propel-
ler, shaft, rudder fittings, centerboard cables and fittings, etc.).

2. New paint resists the attachment of zebra mussels better than old.

3. Clean your boat bottom periodically throughout the summer (pay close attention to those areas
that include moving parts).

4. Members who trailer their boats to other lakes must remember to completely decontaminate their
vessels. Mussels and their larvae can be killed by drying out (5 days), hot water (>140 deg F) or 10%
chlorine bleach solution. Don't forget water jackets in outboard motors, bilges, live wells or minnow
buckets.
