With the good fortune of fair
weather, work is underway at the
club. Please take an opportunity
to come out and see this improve-
ment to our fine facility. This
phase of the project involved re-
pair and improvement of the ex-
isting bag wall at the slip area.
This needed repair was done to
provide the required depth to
cover the new electrical conduits
installed last fall to serve the slips
and crane, as well as fill in the
slots cut in the roadways for the
conduits. 14 yards of concrete
were poured containing 3000 feet
of rebar. Over 1000 concrete bags
were placed with 2,000 square
feet of landscape fabric and five
truckloads of clay and topsoil.
This project could not have hap-
pened without the countless
hours of highly skilled volunteer
