Property Managers Report: 
- Adams reported that the extremely high water has 

become a safety issue for club members with the 
closing of the crane and flooding of the parking 

areas near the slips. Most projects have been shut 
down until the water recedes. though work continues 

where and when conditions allows. The bag wall 
along with dirt work and landscaping would be com-

plete when grass and some final dirt work is fin-
ished.

   As we head into another season full of on-the-water activities, I wanted to provide a Status Report" to 

our membership regarding some of our Club Boats.  

  

 1. The Club has purchased three (3) new Optimists for use with our Youth Sailing program. These 
boats were purchased with complete (hull and deck) covers and one (1) new Seitech beach handling cart. 

With these additions the Youth fleet of Optis numbers 10 which, when combined with the Sunfish, Lasers 

and 470s provides a very complete fleet for this program.  

 2. The Club has also purchased a "new to us" Tracker 25 boat to be used as our Race Committee Boat.  

The plan is that this boat will replace our old Aqua Patio boat - which will be retired and sold. While the  

"new" boat is slightly shorter than the old one, it is equipped with significantly larger pontoons and an all  

aluminum deck. The aluminum deck is a lot lighter than the 3/4" plywood deck on the old boat and, in  

conjunction with the larger pontoons, will provide a higher degree of buoyancy - thus making the "new"  

boat somewhat more seaworthy when the wind and waves begin to become a factor. The new boat will  

also have the freshly overhauled Evinrude 115 horsepower engine installed. When we purchased the  

"new" boat it was equipped with a very low time Mercury four-cycle 40 horsepower engine. A  
determination of the final disposition of this engine is still pending, but if it is sold (alone or with the old  

boat) it will definitely help offset the expenditure for the newer boat.  

 

 Converting a standard pontoon boat into a suitable configuration for use as a Race Committee boat 

takes a considerable amount of work and time. Although a lot of the necessary work has been accom-

plished, our "new" boat is not yet ready for the water. We do need to thank Pat Adams, Frank Couch and 

Jack Kramer for doing much of what has been accomplished. Also, our "new" boat is properly identified 

with large NSA Logos on each side, compliments of Yardmaster Dale Gronniger. If you have the opportu-

nity, whether as an interested member or a direct user of our new Race Committee boat, you should pass 

your THANKS on to these gentlemen.

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 As we are starting a new season, the Yardmaster wants to remind everyone of a few things: 

  

 On Sunday May 10 we checked yardspaces and Thanks go out to all those  who made the mowing effort to keep our stor-

age spaces neat and safe. The few who did not have their mowing done will be contacted for their donation to the junior sail-

ors. There are also a large number of boats with flat or low tires. Please check your trailer tires soon. 

 Normally yard spaces will be inspected on the first Sunday of the month. If the grass is high enough to touch the frame of 

your trailer, it will be mowed for you by the Junior Sailors and you will be billed. Here are the current fees: 

  · Mowing Maintenance Fee $136.00 · Mowing Yard Space Empty $ 37.00 

  · Mowing Yard Space Full $ 55.00  · Mowing Yard Space Immobile $ 90.00 

 As indicated above, you can sign up to have the junior sailors mow your space for $ 136.00 per year. This is a good fund-

raiser for them. Please be sure to keep air in your tires and your trailer unlocked for easy moving. 

 

Please consider the following: 
 · Mowers are provided in the sheds in each yard. Please check the oil in the mower before using. 

 · Be sure to move your trailer to mow and bring your weed eater from home. 

 · Keep your space clear of junk and debris that will damage the mowers. 

 · The only tie-downs allowed are those that are set in concrete. The twist in doggie style are mower killers, and do not hold 

in our Kansas  storms. 

 · The yard spaces are for boats and trailers only. Please check your boat and trailer at least every two weeks. 

 · We mow for fire hazard as well as appearance, so please do not use  Roundup or other herbicides as they only kill the 

grass, create dry areas, and the weeds that will return. 

 

· Yard Matters: 

  o Mark your trailers with name and phone #.  o Lock the gate on unoccupied yards. 
  o Take your used oil or batteries with you. 

 

· Camping Matters: 

  o All State park rules apply, including attend camping units every 24 hours. o All campers must have camping stickers. 

  o NSA Electrical Service for Campers: 

 

   § The sites are open to members and non-members alike. 

   § The fee: 

    · for members it is $8.00 / night  and  is paid to our Property Manager with a check or cash, or sign a receipt  

    at the bathhouse and be billed. 

   § Please review the procedure posted on the electrical outlet post. 

   § Display your receipt copy in the roadside window of the camper. 
 

· Air Conditioning on boats: 

  o The annual fee is $100.00    o The per night fee is $8.00 (the same as with electrical camping) 

  o Display your copy of the receipt in the starboard cabin window. 

· Ice for sale: 

  o In the basement of the Afterdeck.  o Pay cash or sign a receipt and be billed. 

  o Youôll need a basement key for entrance, and a yard key for access to the icebox. 

· Always lock the Afterdeck if you are the last one out.
