Commodore Tom Olsen called the meeting to 

order at 7:13 pm. 

   - The minutes of May BOG meeting were ap-

proved as published. 

Treasurer Report 

   - Mosley presented the Statement of Financial 

Position for the month ended May 31, 2010 and 

was accepted as presented by the board. 

Property Managers Report 

   - Adams reports Jim Jansen and Jim Carlisle 

completed work on the Afterdeck stairway light-

ing. Reno County District # 9 completed their pre

-fire planning and orientation. The flammables 

cabinet arrived and is installed. Lightning rods are 

scheduled for installation June 12th. A high effi-

ciency water heater was installed at the property 

managerôs home. Hazardous brush was removed 

from the East boat yard providing a cleared fire-

break. The concrete pour at the shelter house 

dock has been completed by Jared Kraus but still 

requires anti-erosion bags installed. The contrac-

tor is progressing on a rebuild of the courtesy 

dock. Adams reminds everyone that according to 

park rules, campers and catamarans are to be at-

tended at least every 24 hours. Law enforcement 

will remind the public. There were 50,000 park 

guests on Memorial Day. The NSA facility was 

treated for mosquitoes on Friday with non-toxic 

agents. 

Administrative Secretary Report 

   - Johnson reports there are several members 

who remain late with their dues and storage fees. 

Member / Guest Forum  

   - Andy Woodard reports the progressive dinner 

will be July 17th and the theme will be ñPorts of 

Call.ò A dock will provide soups and salad, B 

dock provides the main course, C dock provides 

appetizers, and D and E docks provides desert. 

Andy also reports he has bid out the NSA insur-

ance package and has been able to reduce the 

overall premium by $817.00 

Board Member Reports:

Treasurer 
   - Mosley reports the next scheduled boat inven-

tory will be conducted on July 1st. He also reports 

Reno County informed us tax appraisal will not be 

amended as we requested. 

Yardmaster 

   - Gronniger reports the second mowing inspection 

will be conducted on June 5th. Dale has most of the 

new Yard Space Maps printed and installed and has 

a few more to install. The maps will replace the 

outdated, individual óname platesô in the yard. Yard 

space rules will also be posted to help motivate our 

members. There are 55 open yard spaces compared 

to about 25 in 2008.  

   - Dale reminds all sailors to regularly check their 

boats, trailers and tires, to keep yard spaces mowed, 

to remove used batteries, oil and other debris, and to 

protect other sailorôs belongings by locking the 

gates when you are the last one out. 

Harbormaster Report 

   - Kramer reports the harbor entrance buoys were 

replaced at the end of the jetties. Skippers may navi-

gate between or to either side of the buoys. Jetty 

lights were also replaced and aligned to assist sail-

ors returning to the docks at night. He recommends 

we replace several warped boards on the crane deck. 

   - Because of necessary repairs a motion was made 

by John Graves and the board approved to add a 

capital budget item of $8500.00 for major rehab of 

the public and courtesy docks and that there be a 

transfer of said amount from funds budgeted to re-

furbish C-Dock. 

Operations Report 

   - Randle reports the Memorial Day potluck dinner 

and new member recognition were a success. In 

conjunction with the dinner Steve discounted every-

thing in the ship store and met the goal of depleting 

inventory. Stan Chase reported the yearbook com-

mittee distributed 73 yearbooks to 56 families. The 

Greenwoods and Coulters will host the Blessing of 

the Fleet on June 12. Michelle Kostelecky will host 

the July 4th celebration. The Young Professionals of 

Wichita (YPW) have advertised their upcoming 

August 7th event with NSA on their website and 

expect 40 to 60 individuals to be exposed to sailing 

through NSA. They will have dinner and volunteer 

NSA members will take YPW on an evening/night 

sail. 

Vice Commodore 

   - Cheatum reports the club regatta on Memorial 
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Old Business: 

   - Graves reports crane upgrade work is scheduled 

for June 18th. Hopefully most all boats will be in the 

water by then. The plan is to upgrade and test the 

crane for a 12,000 lb capacity. 

   - Progress is being made in getting rid of aban-

doned boats. 

New Business: 

   - In conjunction with a memorial for Ralph Hud-

son, we are considering a redesign of the area be-

tween the crane and A dock. Plans include relocat-

ing the telephone pole located in that area. Jim Car-

lisle is working on the design.

Crane orientation at 11:00, committee boat at 

12:00, and Afterdeck at 1:00 p.m.
