High winds swamp 4 boats, 13 people, at Cheney

HUTCHINSON, Kan. - Boaters who ignored warnings of high winds 
kept rescuers busy over the weekend at Cheney Reservoir. 
 Reservoir officials say four boats carrying a total of 13 people cap-
sized after the boats were swamped. 
 All 13 people were wearing life jackets and no injuries were re-
ported. 

 Cheney Park Ranger Ryan Stucky says emergency personnel and 
equipment, including a helicopter, were used Saturday and yesterday to 
search for passengers. 
 A helicopter was dispatched late Saturday after a boat carrying eight 
people was reported swamped. Stucky says the eight were rescued by a 
civilian boat. The helicopter was also summoned yesterday after another 
boat went under. 
 The four boats went down in different areas of the lake.
