The Harbormaster wants to notify all that
Winter Slip Fees take affect THIS year.

All boats left in the water after Dec 15th will be charged a fee.
Fees: Base charge = $70.00
With Bubbler = $150.00
Non-Slip holder's rate = $220.00
All boats left in the water must be moved to
A or B Dock by Dec. 15th.

Any boat left in water that has to be moved by the Harbormas-
ter will be charged a moving fee. Fee to move boats to be de-
termined by the effort it takes to move the boat.

WINTERTIME SLIP USE

This notice applies to all boats in the slips after DECEMBER 15th. Plea
comply with these directives:

1. All boats will be berthed on slips a or b for the winter. ¢, d, and ¢
be closed.

2. Notify the harbormaster of your use of aider. all such equipment
must have a working thermostat. there is a fee for electricity for this
equipment.

3. Slip plumbing has been shut off and winterized. do not reconned
slip plumbing. please remove garden hoses from the docks, or they
be donated to the association or discarded for you.

4. The high pressure sprayer will remain operational by request
throughout the winter. the user should bring a gallon ofttmnengine
antifreeze (not the pink stuff) and know how to winterize the spraye
Patrick ahead of time to arrange to use the sprayer.
